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Albioma wins 5.2 MWp of solar
projects in France

seventh session of the invitation to tender for solar rooftop installations (AO CRE4 "Power
plants on buildings, greenhouses and agricultural facilities and parking shadehouses of
between 100 kWp and 8 MWp") held last March.

The four winning projects are located in mainland France, in a broad south-east corner as
well as in the south-west, and will be commissioned at the end of 2020.

Albioma acquired Eneco France in December 2018, thereby enabling the largest solar
energy producer in the Overseas territories to strengthen its position in photovoltaics in
mainland France.

Frédéric Moyne, Chairman and CEO of Albioma said, "We are very pleased to be the winners
of this tender procedure. This step underlines the relevance of the Albioma Group's
strategy, focusing on the development of innovative solar projects without conflict of use
in Overseas France where we are the leader, but also in mainland France, where we have
reinforced our presence thanks to the acquisition of Eneco France in December 2018 and
the creation of the Albioma Solaire France division. This success extends our portfolio of
solar projects, which will continue to grow in the coming years.”
