II. OVERVIEW 
 
Boussard & Gavaudan Holding Limited (“BGHL”) is a Guernsey closed-ended investment company and is registered 
with the Dutch Authority for the Financial Markets as a collective investment scheme under article 1:107 of the 
Dutch Financial Markets Supervision Act. BGHL invests its assets in order to provide exposure to multiple alternative 
investment strategies managed by the Investment Manager. The investment objective is to seek to produce long-
term appreciation of its assets. BGHL seeks to achieve this by investing in BG Fund (“the Fund”). In addition, a 
proportion of the net assets of BGHL may, at the discretion of the Investment Manager, be invested in other hedge 
funds and/or other financial assets selected by the Investment Manager. BGHL aims to generate a target annualized 
return in excess of 10% (net of all fees).

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V. BGHL COMPOSITION 
 
The proceeds have been invested in BG Fund (net of a certain amount retained by BGHL for working capital 
requirements and other requirements). 
  
From 1 February 2019, BGHL is exposed to BG Fund up to approximately 109% of its net asset value. BGHL maximum 
possible exposure to BG Fund is 110% of its net asset value. In addition, BGHL has other investments. 
 
 

A. BG FUND  
 
European markets bounced back in January, with the Eurostoxx 50© up 5.3% for the month. Volatility was down with 
VStoxx© finishing the month at 15.1%, down from 23.9% and iTraxx Crossover (S30) © ended January 45bps tighter at 
308bps. 

 

Against this backdrop, BG Fund USD A share class was almost flat this month (-0.05%). 

 

 

Volatility strategies 

 

Mandatory convertible bond arbitrage 

Mandatory convertible bonds contributed +5bps this month, mainly due the new issuance from Sika AG which saw 
strong demand from the market and in which BG got a good allocation. The Sika 3.75% 2022 mandatory was CHF 
1.3bn in size with a 100% lower strike and 112.5% higher strike. Pricing was fair and terms were standard: 3 year 
maturity, full dividend protection, coupon structure, parallel shift for upper and lower strike, tax free coupon. This 
note is expected to be rated BBB by Standard & Poor’s (Issuer is rated A- negative outlook). Proceeds from the issue 
are intended to be used to fund the Parex acquisition. 

 

Convertible bond arbitrage 

Convertible bond contribution (excl. mandatories) to the performance of the fund was +3bps in January. Primary 
issuance was unusually low this month: only €0.45bn to be compared with €2bn for January 2018.

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This month, volatility trading posted a negative contribution to the performance of the fund (-36bps), mainly due to a 
volatility collapse in Eurostoxx© and the overall impact of negative carry in vol across all asset classes. 
After a sharp decline in December, markets impressively reversed their losses through January. The overall sentiment 
shifted dramatically, with a more positive tone throughout the month and saw investors turning more confident 
about a settlement being reached soon in the potential US/China trade war. Moreover a new stance from the Fed 
marked a total U-turn from six weeks earlier and put interest rates rises on hold in a dovish tone. These events 
resulted in lower realised volatility in all asset classes and drove a marked reset of volatility all along the curve. The 
magnitude of the volatility drop was quite significant, and we reached a level lower than that prior to the December 
sell-off. 
 
We continued to build our long Eurostoxx 50© volatility exposure (unfortunately a bit too early) during the month. 
We focus in particular on the Dec20 maturities where we believe there is a positive technical convexity for owners of 
volatility due to bank hedging of structured products. Despite the recent quieter environment, we still like to own 
outright long term volatility at these attractive low levels as we continue to see several upcoming catalysts for a 
higher volatility environment (end of the trade war truce, Brexit negotiations, Italy’s continuing financial mess and 
populism, European elections…) and still a lot of uncertainty surrounding synchronised deceleration of growth and 
earnings downgrade. 
 
The rest of the book (primarily FX vol positions, VIX© positions and dispersion) was roughly flat, with active trading 
around existing positions and a number of new trades initiated. 
 
 
Equity strategies 
 
In January, the equity portfolio returned -4bps. We benefited from a bounce in some of the mid cap names that had 
underperformed materially at the end of last year, however unfortunately the portfolio was impacted specifically on 
its investment in SCOR, the French reinsurance group. In September 2018, SCOR had previously quite forcefully 
rejected the takeover approach by the French mutual insurance Covea. On 29 January, following continued hostility 
and refusal to engage by SCOR, Covea announced that “SCOR is no longer part of its strategic options”. The stock 
finished the month down 7% while the European market and reinsurance sectors were up about 5%. We still believe 
in the strategic value of SCOR and in the attraction of its uncorrelated risk return profile.  
 
In our Telecom investments, we benefited from the rally of KPN following rumours that Brookfield Asset 
Management, a Canadian Infrastructure fund, was considering partnering with Dutch pension funds to make an offer 
for the company and the stock rallied 6% on the news. 
 
 
Credit strategies 
 

Capital Structure Arbitrage 
Capital structure arbitrage was flat this month. The market bounced back sharply in an orderly manner with little 
pricing discrepancy between credit and equities. This environment, mostly driven by beta and macroeconomics news 
flow, did not exhibit new and significant opportunities. 
 

Credit long / short 

Credit long / short contribution was positive this month (+10bps). Credit markets performed strongly in January 
participating in the general risk asset rebound. The rally was broad-based and erased most of the spread widening 
observed in December last year. Credit markets particularly benefited from dovish central banks and a sharp rally in 
oil prices. Overall it also felt that market positioning and consensus was defensive starting the year, with some of the 
widening moves observed in December exacerbated by low year-end liquidity. January flows were more constructive 
with the reopening of the primary market and inflows back in the asset class. The month was overall uneventful for 
our portfolio which primarily benefited from a positive performance in our financial positions. 
 

Credit special situations 

Credit special situations was flat this month with limited specific news flow on portfolio positions. 
 

 

Trading 

 

The quantitative strategies returned +17bps in January. In particular, the quantitative equity trading benefited from 
more normalised market conditions after the dislocations seen in the fourth quarter 2018. Part of the performance 
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can be explained by the good performance of mid-caps (Stoxx Mid Cap Index MCXP outperformed Eurostoxx50© by 
2.5% in January). Following the market sell-off at the end of 2018, the portfolio shifted to more defensive positioning, 
and the strategy is again exhibiting its normal characteristic of negative beta. After two months of positive 
performance and orderly behaviour, exposure to the strategy has been re-increased. 

 
 

B. DIRECT INVESTMENTS OTHER THAN BG FUND 
 
On top of its investment in BG Fund, BGHL has other investments. As of 31 January 2019, the net asset value of these 
investments represents about 1% of the net asset value of BGHL. 
 
 

Rasaland Investors (“RLI”) 
 

RLI is a Malta-based holding company structured as a private equity fund in terms of fees and organisation and 
managed by BK Partners. RLI is dedicated to investing in land, hotels and high-end resort developments in Mexico.  
 
RLI main asset is a majority interest in ACTUR its private subsidiary. ACTUR’s other shareholders are Mexican public 
institutions. ACTUR owns land developing assets (Mandarina and Xala projects) and a minority interest in the 
publicly-traded company RLH Properties (ticker: RLHA:MM). RLH Properties owns majority interests in the Four 
Seasons hotel in Mexico City and in four hotels in Cancun (Fairmont hotel, Rosewood hotel, Banyan Tree and the 
Hyatt Andaz hotels and the Camaleon PGA Golf Course) and RLH Properties owns land lots in the Mandarina area on 
which the One & Only hotel and the Rosewood hotel are being developed. 
 
Based on recent indications that BGHL would only be able to exit at a material discount to RLI’s NAV, BGHL decided 
to mark down the position by -50% in May 2017. The position is valued at 50% of the NAV calculated by RLI’s 
administrator.  
 
In July 2017, BGHL purchased 9,075,135 shares of Rasaland. BGHL currently holds 19,075,103 shares which 
represents approximately 10.1% of the share capital of RLI.

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Hedge Funds Liquidation Stress Tests 

Stress tests’ scenarios have been improved in order to take into account liquidity issues. This scenario aims at reflecting, to some extent, how the 
fund would react in distressed market environment (as was the case in late 2008). These stress tests combine the three following adjustments: 
 

•  Small, Mid and Large caps adjustment 
In certain market conditions, beta may become much higher than its level in normal market conditions and thus the hedging of such positions 
may not be effective. To address this kind of circumstance we apply a corrective factor of 2, 1.5, and 1.2 to the beta of small, mid and large caps 
respectively. 
 

•  Risk arbitrage adjustment 
The risk of risk arbitrage positions is taken into account differently in case the market drops by more than 10%. We consider that one third of risk 
arbitrage positions will collapse. 
 

•  Liquidity adjustment 
An average discount (realized in 2008) is applied to bond, convertible bond (including mandatory convertible bond) and loan prices in case credit 
spreads widen by more than 25%.
