In August 2021, Genk Green Logistics already concluded a long-term lease agreement with Neovia 
Logistics Services for a yet-to-be-built unit of over 10,000 m2, 1,000 m2 mezzanine facilities and 500 m2 
offices on the Genk Green Logistics site, where sustainability and multimodality go hand in hand.  
With this expansion, 143,500 m² of leased area of the total planned 250,000 m² on the site has already 
been filled.

This building was successfully completed in 2022, and an additional long-term agreement has now 
Been signed with the same logistics provider for a warehouse of 9,600 m² and 571 m2 of offices to be 
built. Completion for this extension is scheduled for December 2024. The existing agreement was 
also extended.
